ORDINANCE NO. 062-15

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE APPROPRIATION MEASURE
(BUDGET) OF THE CITY OF NAPOLEON, OHIO FOR THE FISCAL
YEAR ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2016, LISTED IN EXHIBIT “A”; AND
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, Council desires to pass the annual appropriation measure of the City of
Napoleon for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2016,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NAPOLEON, OHIO:

Section 1. That the annual appropriation measure be passed, and the sums as
contained in Exhibit "A", attached hereto and made a part of this Ordinance, are set aside and
appropriated for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2016.

Section 2. That, it is found and determined that all formal actions of this City Council
concerning and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were adopted in open meetings of this
City Council, and that all deliberations of this City Council and any of its committees that
resulted in such formal actions were in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section
121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code and the Codified Ordinances of the City of Napoleon, Ohio.

Section 3. That, if any other prior Ordinance or Resolution is found to be in conflict
with this Ordinance, then the provisions of this Ordinance shall prevail. Further, if any portion of
this Ordinance is found to be invalid for any reason, only that portion shall be held invalid and

the remainder shall remain valid.

Section 4. That, pursuant to 121.03 (f) of the Codified Ordinances of the City of
Napoleon, Ohio, this Ordinance is declared to be an Ordinance providing for appropriations for
the current expenses of the City appropriations immediately required for the City to operate;
therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage, subject to

the approval by the Mayor, otherwise it shall take effect at the earliest time permitted by law.
