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On 02/02/2026 at 6:26 AM The Napoleon Police Department was
notified of a two tractor/trailer accident on West Bound State Route
24 between Industrial Ave and State Route 108. Napoleon Police and
Napoleon Fire and Rescue were dispatched to the scene. On arrival
officers located two tractor/trailers off the North side of the Highway.
A 2026 Freightliner out of Alberta Canada was in the ditch, totally
disabled. The 2023 Volvo from Ontario Canada, travelled through the
ditch and crashed into the southeast corner of Gilson Machine, 529
Freedom Drive.

Responders located three injured people. One adult male from Ontario
was in the 2023 Volvo and two workers inside the machine shop, both
adult males from the local area. All the injured were transported to
area hospitals, two by ambulance and one by Life Flight.

Additional information including any possible citations are pending
the completion of the investigation. Assisting on scene were Napoleon
Police Department, Henry County Sheriff’s Office, Napoleon Fire and
Rescue, Liberty Center Fire and Rescue, Ridgeville Fire and Rescue
and Life Flight.
